Introduction.

I.  THE “TIME” IN WHICH DANIEL LIVED

    Daniel lived at a very crucial time in the history of the Jewish nation --- things were bad all round.

 

              i  Nationally.
                 As a nation they had forsaken God and turned to false gods.  (Jer.21:4-7; 26:8-13; 29:18-19)

 

            ii. Governmentally.
                The kings and the government of the day had no respect at all for God and His will.  (Jer.36:21-23; 37:15; 38:6)

 

          iii. Religion-wise.
(a) Believers of that time were living in sin, they were no longer faithful to God.  They were worshiping false gods. (Ezekiel 8:5-16)

(b) Because of their sinfulness and unfaithfulness God forsook them.  His glory departed from them.  (Ezekiel 10:18-19; 11:23)

(c) Death sentence to both the legitimate priesthood and legitimate kingship. (Ezekiel 21:25-27).

 

iv.  Family wise:   Jeremiah 31:29

 

How are the times in which we live?  Nationally, Governmentally, Religion wise and Family wise!!!  Are they not as bad as were in Daniel’s time??? In fact they are worse!!

 

II.  THE KIND OF LIFE DANIEL LIVED
1. He lived by faith 
2. He lived a holy life. (Daniel 1:8) 
3. He lived a prayerful life. (Daniel 2:17-19; 6:10-11; 9:1-3; 10:1-3; 6:21) 
4. He lived a grudgeless life. (Daniel 6:21) 
 

III.  THE IMPACT HIS LIFE HAD
1. The kings and their governments. (Daniel 2:46-47; 4:34-35) 
2. to the nations. (Daniel 5:8-12) 
3. To God and His kingdom of light. (Daniel 10:1-6) 
4. To the evil powers of darkness. (Daniel 10:13,20)
