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“In Times Like These”
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God is a god of times. We as ministers of the Church must have ears to hear.

Discerning the Spirit of our times and responding to the silence. The Church needs to respond. The earth and all that's created by God is His. Everyone has to fulfill his or her purpose for which they were created.

In God's time His Divine purpose will be accomplished.

We have to know the time we are living in. It is now the time to awake from our sleep.

Rom 13:11, 12, “And do this, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep; for now our salvation is nearer than when we first believed. The night is far spent, the day is at hand. Therefore let us cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armor of light.”

Be vigilant. Do not slumber. Now is the right time to awake from sleep. Salvation is near! We must watch and pray.

In Matt 16:2, 3 we read, “He answered and said to them, “When it is evening you say, ‘It will be fair weather, for the sky is red’; and in the morning, ‘It will be foul weather today, for the sky is red and threatening.’ Hypocrites! You know how to discern the face of the sky, but you cannot discern the signs of the times.”

In this time we live in we must respond to the events which are happening in SA. But how can people respond if they don't know or hear a preacher preach the truth.

Preachers only preach a message of peace, prosperity and good news. But they need the spirit of discernment to understand the times.

The high crime, violence, road-rage, corruption, child molestation and abuse of drugs, diseases, HIV / AIDS need to be exposed for what they are. We must respond appropriately.

What we see in our country is shocking, but remember the words of Jesus from Matt 5:13, 14, ““You are the salt of the earth; but if the salt loses its flavor, how shall it be seasoned? It is then good for nothing but to be thrown out and trampled underfoot by men.

“You are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden.”

The church has to know for Whom she stands. You must know who you are. Jesus says that you are the salt of the earth. To be effective in this world, you must know this. The apostles understood who they were.

They knew the God they worshiped. You will know who you are if you are in God. In the times when the Hebrews knew God, they knew who they were and therefore refused to worship idols.

Knowledge is power, e.g. Joseph in Egypt. He knew who he was before God. When sin tempted him he refused and could overcome. He shunned evil.

Temptation may come to the Christian.  But if you know who you are, the fruit will reveal the truth!

In times like these – the times we live - Christianity has lost its power.

Christians should bring change wherever they are.

Government who don't have knowledge, don't know God.  Christians should stand up and be counted.

When Government practice abortion and homosexual marriage, Christians should speak out - because the Power is with the Christians.  But in our country 96% who are Christians don't know who they are in Christ. 

Preachers - know who you are in Christ.  Jesus said you are the 'salt' – salt that is not just taste, but a salt that preserve, and a salt that brings change.

In times like this, it is the challenge.  We need to change the situation or circumstance.  Challenges draw you closer to your God. Discern therefore! Don't be like an ostrich and stick your head in the sand.  Face the challenge!

As Christians, and as a church – speak out!  Nobody can stop you.  You have the Light.  Laws don't govern your mouth.  Stand and speak out for the truth.  Make a decision; decide for God.

The government, for example, is voted in by the people.  Therefore ask and test the people on issues!

The Gospel of Christ empowers and changes.  Stop evil.  Even the Government must hear and choose.

I preached the Gospel in Sharpville and Alberton.  The Gospel of Power.  The Gospel of the risen Christ.  The Gospel where the Holy Spirit convicts of sin and empowers through forgiveness of sin.

God is faithful and just, and cleanses from all unrighteousness.  It is a Gospel of Grace.

Delegates, know yourselves!  Greater is He that is in you than who you are. Make a choice, decide at this conference!

I want to make a change.  This is the time.  If only you and I will take up our rightful place.
