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Luke 3:16, 17

“16 John answered, saying unto them all, I indeed baptize you with water; but one mightier than I cometh, the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to unloose: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and with fire

17 Whose fan is in his hand, and he will thoroughly purge his floor, and will gather the wheat into his garner; but the chaff he will burn with fire unquenchable.”

There are so many who claim to be filled with the Holy Spirit, but there are things in their lives which should never be found in the life of a Christian.

There is a lot of talk these days about the Holy Spirit, and the one knows more than the other, but we see very little of His power in Christians' lives.

Every Christian should be filled with the Holy Spirit and walk in His power.

May we only have one zeal and goal, to glorify the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ. May He work in our lives to be Christ-like; that the Lord may burn away everything in our lives that is not of Christ so that His Spirit have free sway.

Do people see the beauty of Jesus in you and me? Why have we lost the glory of heaven in our lives and our churches? What are we presenting to the world today? Christ conquered the enemy on Calvary. We Christians should be the greatest power on earth, changing lives. We should proclaim the victory of Christ. Oh that Christ would sanctify His church that we might be called by His Name in truth, Christians.

When Peter and the apostles experienced the power of the Holy Spirit they turned the world upside-down within a few weeks. Something happened when they preached being filled by the Holy Spirit. Does something happen when you preach?

Mal 3:2, 3

“But who can endure the day of His coming? And who can stand when He appears? For He is like a refiner’s fire and like launderers’ soap.

3 He will sit as a refiner and a purifier of silver; He will purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as gold and silver, that they may offer to the LORD an offering in righteousness.”

We read that God's eyes run to and fro throughout the world to find one person whose heart is set on Him to show Himself powerful and glorify His Name through that life.

Matthew 5:11

“Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against you falsely for My sake.”

Compare yourself to this Word whether it is true of you or not. Are you experiencing persecution, people reviling and speaking bad about you falsely for the sake of Christ?

If God would work again as at Pentecost we would change Africa, America, Europe, Asia and the whole world. But it will cost you your life; they will throw you in prison and kill you because the world hates the truth of God revealing their sin.

May the Lord pour out His Spirit and work among His people.
