“The urgency of the hour”

"Rescue the perishing"  /  "Hlenga abantu baMi ababhubhayo"
It is on God's heart that people get saved  -  so it should be on our hearts too.

The people whom we are supposed to go and rescue, are people who have a death sentence above their heads.  If only we could realize that.  We need to forget about our differences and be busy with rescuing those people over whose heads hang a death sentence  –  physical death, spiritual death (even if they faithfully go to church).

What is God saying if we don't preach the Gospel of salvation?  If you don't preach Christ, woe unto you!

God said to Ezekiel, "If I say to a man that he is sure to die, and if you as My prophet don't warn him and he dies, you will be accountable for his death".

For this task, we need the love of Jesus for people.  "The love of Christ constrains me."  We need that Agape love.  And we need the power of the Holy Spirit to be His witnesses all over the world (Acts 1:8).  These are the qualifications to become a real evangelist.

When should we do this?  The Bible says NOW, TODAY.

How can I be practically involved?  Each one must do their bit  -  whether we are a bomb, a machine gun or just an ordinary gun (example of army training).

Unity:

Let us bury our differences and emulgamate.  John 17:21  -  unity in the church  -  just like God and Christ.

If you can't go fulltime yourself, send you money to go for you.  Example of one church in Canada:  850 missionaries have been sent to go and rescue souls by a single church in Toronto, Canada (the church of Oswald Smith).
